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"Patter" For Standardization (Part Il)

In the 1940©the Civil Aeronautics Administration (old FAA) was concerned about the Patter, or jargon,
flight instructors were using with their students. Even more important to us than the "Patter,” or talk, of
the 1940@might be some of the techniques. These techniques are especially applicable to the new Light
Sport Aircraft. Many of these techniques were lost with tricycle gear, starters, and electrical systems.
In tail wheel airplanes the Wheel Landing is a technique used under certain conditions. During air show
work thislanding, when beautifully done, will extend the landing roll down the entire length of the
runway in front of the waving crowd!
Power Wheel Landing
"In al of our previous landings we have come in without using the engine and tried to stall the plane
completely just afoot or so above the ground and thus permit it to "fall in" (their words not mine...) on
all three wheels. Today, however, | want to show you a different type of landing which is especially
used when landing in a high wind.
Y ou® remember that in the fully stalled position the controls have lost most of their effectiveness and,
consequently, if one attempts afully stalled landing in a high wind,he is not able to properly control the
planeif it is hit by agust just as the landing takes place.
In the power wheel landing, which 1@ going to show you, we maintain sufficient air speed to give us
complete control of the plane at all times and thus permit landing in winds which would otherwise be
dangerous.
Here we are, flying down-wind as in a 180-degree approach. Since we are going to use power
throughout the approach and the glide, we® start losing altitude earlier. Instead of pulling the throttle al
the way back and gliding in for alanding, | am throttling back only slightly and permitting the plane to
fly in under its own power.
But because we have the nose in a gliding position, much less engine R.P.M. is required than for normal
cruising. Also our angle of glideislessthan if we were not using power.
As we approach the ground, 1@ going to level off and fly straight and level just a couple of feet off the
ground. Note that | don®have the throttle advanced even to cruising position, but am using just enough
power to maintain sufficient air speed to keep us from settling.
Now, very gradually 1@n pushing forward on the stick until our wheels touch the ground at this point,
and at this point we are no longer flying. (usually just releasing the amount of trimmed back pressure
on the stick will suffice for the forward stick pressure). We are taxiing with the tail up in the air fast
enough to be flying, but 1@ keeping the nose down so that we remain in contact with the ground. (as
the speed decreases mor e forward stick may be used to hold the tail up for that pretty air show taxi by)
In this position, the wings have very, little lift and there is no tendency for agust to lift us suddenly
back into the air. The propeller blast on the tail also gives me excellent rudder and elevator control.
Now | decrease the throttle still further, which slows up our fast taxi speed and as we lose speed |
gradually let the tail down and weroll to astop. As you can see, such alanding requires more space
than an ordinary stall landing, but since it is only used when the wind is fairly strong the actual amount
of field used under such conditionsis not great.
Y ou® probably find it difficult at first to push forward on the stick in landing since thisis exactly
opposite to what you have been doing, but you® soon get used to this difference and discover how very
useful this sort of landing can be."

The endorsement for Tail Wheel states, "...Wheel landing if applicable."It should be noted that
one of the main problems in transitioning from tricycle gear is to have the pilot apply full back
pressure on the stick during the landing roll. The Wheel landing will reinforce this habit of not
maintain stick back pressure. Therefore it is important to follow up with full stall landing

practice so that the proper habit is maintained.
