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My Sport Pilot Knowledge Exam

I have been studying for my Sport Pilot Knowledge Exam for the last few weeks.  My husband, Dick, who has already 

taken & passed it, said that I was studying too much for it.  OK, so I studied longer than him and read more material.  I just didn’t 
feel ready.  Well, one rainy day he said, enough is enough, and threw me in the car and off we went to American Flyers in Pompano 
Beach.  Guess what… I got…. 100%.  Go figure.  He was right.  He was the first person to take the Sport Pilot Knowledge exam at 
that location, and I was the first person to take the new version that now includes the different areas of Sport Pilot (airplane, lighter 
than air, airship, powered parachute, and weight shift control).  Ok…enough with that.  I studied for less than 3 weeks…..  
 

What I want to express here, is how easy it is to get through the Knowledge Test.  Do it now while it is still simple.  I never 
used my E6B, I never opened the supplement, I never used my calculator, and I never touched my plotter……  WHAT ARE YOU 
WAITING FOR?  Things are only going to get more difficult.  This is not a difficult test to pass.  You only need 70%.  That means 
out of 40 questions, you can miss 11.  All I did was study from ASA’s 2006 Sport Pilot Test Prep Book.  If you need help or think 
that you need help, we will help you pass the Knowledge Test.  Do not delay.  Do not let your heavy ultralight become a lawn 
monument.   
 

Did you read this month’s Aero Connections Magazine?  Or the month before?  They have repeatedly stated, from 
numerous experiences, how easy it is, with barely any knowledge whatsoever, to get a passing score of ABOVE 70%.  WHAT ARE 
YOU WAITING FOR? 
 

Our club is dying.  This is a well known fact.  Is this because of Sport Pilot?  If it is, then you are wrong in letting that 
happen.  Do something now while you still can.    
 

Flying low and slow is still an option…..   Don’t let them take it away from us.  You have to play their game their way.  
And it is not difficult at all.  

 
My husband, Dick, has also passed his oral and practical test.  He has his ticket and you can too.  He is now in the process 

of “N” numbering his trike.  It really has not been a difficult process, nor has it been too time consuming.  WHAT ARE YOU 
WAITING FOR?

He asked Dick to lead the fly 
out.  Not too difficult since such a small amount of people show up these days.   
 
 Regardless, we made the absolute best of it.  We headed out to Cooper Town 
for breakfast promptly at 7:30 am.  We followed the canal north to the Miccosukee, then west 
along the Trial.  It was Donny with his buddy Termite, Cecil with an empty seat, and Graham 
and I.  They gave me a head start, and after the lesson he was giving, Dick was last in his new 
trike.  He brought along his new student Tony, who lives in the Redlands, and will be another 
triker at our field very soon.

Definitely more 
than a few hours in your aircraft is required for this landing.  It took me about 3 or 4 go a 
rounds to realize that I was making too much of the seemingly small area.  Once on the 
ground, I knew then that it was just all about perception.  Still those power lines are 
daunting….. 
 
 I will admit that it took at least half an hour to compose myself afterwards, but 
it was really not as bad as that.  It is all about knowing your aircraft, your surroundings and 
how to deal with them, with the given weather and winds, like it is anywhere you land.   
 
 The breakfast was good and inexpensive.  I decided to skip the eggs and bacon 
because the butterflies were still flying around in my stomach.  Then we were off, back to 
Homestead.  We all took off to the west because there was no wind.  It was a wonderful fly 
out.  You should try to attend the next one.  By the time you read this you might have missed 
the July fly out to Everglades City and that would be such a shame.

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THE INSTRUCTOR’S CORNER 
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It has been said - flying is the second greatest experience known to man.....landing is the 
first.  If that is so, then the smoother the better! 
 
The greatest difficulty to producing a smooth landing is determining my exact height above 
the runway.  To make it easy, I can look at the horizon (or end of the runway if the horizon is 
not clear) before take-off and during acceleration to make a mental “picture” of what it will 
look like on the landing.  The combination of the view of the horizon and my peripheral (side) 
vision sensing velocity and the ratio of “ground-to-sky” will give me a much better idea of my 
altitude (and rate of ascent or descent) than looking at a spot on the ground.  And by-the-
way, it also makes it easier for me to keep my wings level. 
 
During the last phase of the landing approach, I begin glancing at the end of the runway to 
avoid “target fixation” on the landing spot I have been looking at for the entire approach.  At 
about five feet above the runway, I shift to the horizon (remember the picture?) to allow my 
peripheral vision to give me position clues for “zeroing-in” on that last inch!  It works!

Cap’n Bob 
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Fly-Out to Everglades City

 On Saturday, July 22, 2006, the Light Aircraft Flyers Association embarked on a cross-country 
flight from Homestead General Airport to Everglades City. The flight made one stop at the Dade-Collier Jet Port 
(TNT) about half way. The “pit” stop was for fuel and refreshments. The flight, like all cross-country flights start 
with a briefing from Captain Bob Musgrove who details the particulars of the flight. The weather that morning 
was cooperative but not perfect. Like most summer mornings, the weather was good, with a chance of rain and 
thunderstorms building during the day. Early in the morning, the winds were variable but were forecast to change 
to the southwest, a slight head wind for the trip. The radar about 5am was clear, but the last couple of days 
showed a buildup by afternoon. The plan was to get a good “jump” on the morning, and beat the shower. 
 At Homestead General in the manager’s office, seven aviators and one co-pilot, and our ground 
support “super Sue and Raven,” gathered for the briefing. The preflight included radio communication 
frequencies, flight path and planned altitude. The “order” of planes was important too, the slower Tikes would 
start and the faster “fixed wings,” would follow, we had a leader and a “tail end Charlie,” to keep all our “ducks 
in a row.” Captain Bob reviewed the flight path and instructions for entering and landing at TNT and Everglades 
City.  The briefing instructions included altitudes, traffic pattern approaches, and special instructions for 
avoidance of National Park Airspace. Everglades City has a special corridor for departures and arrivals that 
avoids over-flying the city and staying clear of the National Park. The planed route followed the canal systems in 
S. Florida and along the Tamiami Trail. This would allow for emergency landing and access if needed. Finally, 
Captain Bob reviewed a series of “hand signals,” (borrowed from Scuba divers) for radio out emergency 
communications. We were all set…  
 Take-off went well, by 7:45am all planes were in the air. Dick Bronnenberg along with Jim 
Lindberg were ahead in their Trikes and keeping us posted of the weather and turbulence. I was next in my 
Airborne Edge Trike with Wizard II wing, flying about 45mph ground speed. Bob and Berry Hawks were “tail 
end Charlie,” Rich Bragassa and his co-pilot Stuart Grant were in an Aronica Champ, the fastest plane and 
departed last as follow-up. We “thundered” north along the canals to Tamiami Trail and turned left (west) over 
the Everglades towards TNT and Everglades City. The day was beautiful, a few clouds at about 2000 feet and 
winds were out of the S.W, at about 3-5 Knots. The “River of Grass,” spread out below us and the Tamiami Trail 
was our guide. I have traveled by car hundreds of times to the west coast of Florida along the Tamiami Trail, but 
from the air, the view is spectacular. There is so much water! The Miccosukee Indians live on islands in the 
“river of grass.” On the north side of the levy, (the side you can’t see by car), the “swamp” stretches to the 
horizon. If you “plopped” down out there, an Air Boat is the only way in or out, not to mention Gators and 
Pythons! Nevertheless, you do have an access road along the Trial where landing is do-able. We all arrived 
safely at TNT, but the 10,498 foot 747 capable Jet Port runway seemed a little “over-kill” for my Tike. I would 
have been happy landing on the access road next to the runway, but you got to feel good that you can land with 
the “big boys.”  
 “Super Sue and Raven,” our ground support arrived and we fueled up and were ready for the 
next leg. Dick and Jim started out and the rest of us followed. Flying towards the West, we ran into a cloud layer 
at about 1500 feet. Dick and Jim, running ahead reported scattered showers in the neighborhood of Everglades 
City and were being “pelted.”  We had to divert from our original plan to circumvent the rain. However, on 
approach to runway 33 at Everglades City the rain and thunderstorm near the airport caused a microburst of 
crosswinds at the runway threshold. Dick and Jim, aborted their first approaches, as did Rich Bragassa in his 
Aronica Champ, because of the “unstable air.” Their second attempts all worked out well and when I arrived, I 
was “prepared” because I heard their “chatter” about the first attempts. Once on the ground we tied our planes 
down, in the “nick of time,” before the rains settled in. We headed for the “Captain’s Table Hotel” for 
“refreshments” and the return home the next day. 
 On Sunday, we retraced our steps reversing the flight from the day before, and all arrived 
safely. The seven aircraft, ground support and all equipment arrived in good condition. The Everglades City Fly-
out will go down in the annuals of LAFA as one of its great fly-out successes.
