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Flight Students: Male Vs Female

It is important for us to realize, as Flight Instructors, that we might all have just a touch of Ethnocentrism in
us. The belief that who and what we are is slightly superior because of who and what we are. If you don®believe
you are Ethnocentric ask yourself a few questions. What is your favorite school? Do you drive a Ford or Chevy?
Who is your favorite ball team? Do you prefer airplanes with high wings, low wings, biplanes, tail wheel, or planes
with that little training wheel on the front?

The following was suppose to be in jest. | am sure that some will be offended by it. If offended you might
want to ask yourself why.

“Men are like fine wine. They all start out like grapes, and it's our job to stomp on them and keep them in the
dark until they mature into something you'd like to have dinner with.”

Wow! That was a really brave, or stupid, thing to say to male testosterone loaded pilots! Now that we have
covered the Ethnocentrism thing, let’s look at the differences between males and females.

Men are Hunters and women are Gatherers. Oh sure, nothing is an absolute, but let's remember back to the
last restaurant you and your opposite sex companion went to. Chances are the male visualized that Pizza or
steak and potatoes as soon as the name of the restaurant was mentioned. The male, the Hunter, usually targets
what they want, shoots it, throws it over their shoulder, and takes it home.

The female will look at you with a blank stare and say, “I don’t know what | want. | haven't even seen the
menu.” The female has to gather the information available to make the decision that will bring the most bang for
the buck, or be advantageous for her needs, with all gathered information.

Let's go furniture shopping, Male sees the leather chair they are looking for and BANG! shoots it, over the
shoulder, and carries it home!

The female sees the same chair and decides she needs to gather more information from surrounding stores
to make sure that chair is the best deal...even if returning to the first store.

So there you are in your flight school office and the female voice on the other end of the telephone says she
would like to learn to fly. She then proceeds to ask the following questions.

“How many seats does your airplane have?”
“How far will the airplane fly?”
“Can it fly at night?

You ask yourself, “Why is this female asking such dumb questions (Ethnocentrism) and why doesn’t she ask
guestions like, “What maneuvers will you teach on the first lesson?” (Hunter). Eventually, | am sure, the female
will get around to the questions that the male flight instructor knows to be important, including cost and how long
will it take to solo.

Let's look at some of the differences when teaching men and women to fly. You may hear the female say
things like “I don’t know enough to try that.” What she is telling you is that she needs to gather more information
in order to perform the task appropriately. She may even concentrate on exactly what you tell her to make sure
she is getting the information correctly. So be careful when you tell her to “Watch your airspeed on Final!”

“Sure you do!” comes your male reply, “Just do it"” Your Hunter instinct is alive and well!l You might even
say, “The only way to know if you can do it is to try!” Interestingly the male flight instructor and female student are
both correct. they have just approached the task differently.

If you, as a male, believe females are slow to learn because of their need to gather information before acting,
it may be well to realize that females are excellent at multitasking. Just watch as a female drives a car, talks on
her cell phone, and puts on make up all at the same time...Oops, my ethnocentrism just surfaced! (multitasking is
their specialty). Males, on the other hand, tend to focus on one thing at a time and want to concentrate on the
better way to “get ‘er done” (Hunter). In fact, once females gather the facts they need, their performance has
nothing to do with sexual orientation. The task then becomes goal orientated. Just watch Patty Wagstaff as she
makes beautiful music with her aircraft during her aerobatic sequences.. Remember the slogan in her ad: “Man
wasn't meant to fly like this..man doesn’t!” (Ethnocentrism).

Just some things to keep in mind the next time you find yourself talking to, or flying with, a student of the
opposite sex.. Ethnocentrism is prevalent in both males and females, men are usually Hunters and females are
usually Gatherers! Oh, did | mention that there are no absolutes?

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THE INSTRUCTOR’'S CORNER

This month - “Test Flight”

| am writing this as an overview of some of the considerations that | think should be made before a test
flight. It is a test flight, not a routine pleasure jaunt.

The need for a test flight may be...an ultralight/light/aircraft (u/l-I/a) fabric recovering, engine overhaul,
major repair, has not flown for a long time, is brand new from a kit or an original experimental design.

Historically, fuel starvation and engine overheating are the two most prevalent problems during a test
flight. Fuel starvation can be from a fuel line mixture being too lean, improper fuel/oil ratio (2-cycle),
cooling fan belt(s) misadjustment, cowling design, e.e. baffling, improper air in/air out ratio, etc.

In preparation, plan on a day with a maximum wind of 10 mph. Ask several others to also preflight this
u/l-l/a. Have a pilot on the ground with a radio and later in a chase plane to radio call out any
abnormalities, traffic, reminders to check engine temperatures, wind direction, etc.

Three test stages work quite well, the taxi, the crow hop and the flight.

1. The taxi test is to determine ground handling with turns, braking and straight line tracking. CAUTION,
the big problem with taxiing is that the u/l-I/a could fly, so be mentally prepared. “COMMIT TO FLIGHT -
cause you might!”

Check the u/l-lI/a over.

2. The second stage should be a

planned low airspeed and short

distance “crow hop” with a maximum

altitude of only a few feet. This will give

the ‘feel’ of the controls and  detect

possible flight problems while still close to
the runway!

3. The third stage, the flight test, is to see how well it handles in flight at various airspeeds and
maneuvers. The most important airspeed being stall speed (Vs). On the take off, ensure the engine is
developing full power, release the brakes and let the u/l-lI/a fly itself off (adequate speed) and accelerate
to climb out at a moderate air speed (engine cooling). Fly out to the practice area and at a safe altitude
do some approaches to stall, then full stall (Vs) to know what the sounds, shakes and the controls feel
like at those speeds. Approach speed for landing should be a minimum o 1.3 times (Vs). Add to this
approach speed 1/2 of the steady headwind component, plus the full gust speed, if any.

Remember -” Keep thy airspeed list the ground
comes up to smite thee”
