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Rules of Operation for FAR Part 103 Aircraft at the Everglades Airpark

All FAR Part 103 pilots shall be familiar with the special procedures, restrictions and traffic patterns for
Part 103 aircraft at the Everglades Airpark. Use of the Everglades Airpark by FAR Part 103 aircraft is
a privilege, administered by the airport manager, and is subject to the following restrictions:

1. Advance permission from the airport manager is required prior to takeoff or landing of any Part 103
aircraft from the Everglades Airpark. Permission may be obtained by calling 941-695-2778, or , via the
Unicom frequency of 122.9 prior to entering the traffic pattern.

2. All pilots intending to depart the Everglades Airpark in a Part 103 aircraft must register with the
Airport Manager. Registration shall include the pilot's name, address, telephone number, type of
aircraft, and manufacturer's aircraft identifying numbers. All registering pilots must present acceptable
photo identification such as a valid driver’s license.

3. In order to operate a Part 103 aircraft into, or out of, the Everglades Airpark, all pilots must show
proof, whenever requested by the airport manager, of either:
a. A valid FAA pilot’s license.
b. An FAR Part 103 BFI/AFI (Basic / Advanced Flight Instructor) Certificate, or
c. A log book endorsement from one of the above instructors, certifying that the pilot
has been given instruction regarding the specific requirements to operate to and from
the Everglades Airpark, and has been found qualified to do so.

4. All aircraft must have a working radio, capable of communication on Unicom frequency 122.9. All
pilots shall announce their presence prior to entering the traffic pattern, and shall maintain a visual and
listening watch for other aircraft at all times while flying in the traffic pattern.

5. All Part 103 aircraft shall use the prevailing runway, and fly: A right handed 700" AGL pattern for
runway 15 or a left handed 700’ AGL pattern for runway 33.

6. All Part 103 aircraft, while taxiing, shall yield to larger aircraft.

7. No aircraft will be allowed that has a full throttle noise level at 1,000° AGL greater than a Cessna
152.

8. Pilots shall not conduct multiple, consecutive, take offs and landings without the express
permission of the airport manager.

9. A copy of these requirements shall be carried by the pilot when operating out of the Everglades
Airpark.

10. Permission to operate to or from the Everglades Airpark may be canceled by the airport manager
at any time for careless and reckless operation, or for any violation of these rules. The FAA may also
