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Why Learn Aerobatics?
By Rob Mixon

Most book written about aerobatics will start with the question "Why learn aerobatics?"

Before answering that question allow me to regress about twenty years ago to a time when |
was driving home, late at night, in my little Ford Ranger pickup truck. It was approximately 2
AM and | was on a desolate main road leading into Homestead, Florida (Home of Curtis
Pitts).

My speed was about 65 MPH and increasing as | approached a small truck to pass. He was
driving with his lights off. | flashed my lights at him and proceeded to pass. Later | found out
that the driver had been drinking and did not have a drivers license. As | got abeam all was

fine until he decided to make a left turn! (My truck did not have mandatory airbags)

The left front bumper of his truck made solid contact with the right rear bumper of my truck.
The sequence that followed was a two turn spin, two rolls along the longitudinal axis of my
truck, and just as the truck had lost its energy and the windshield became opaque, my truck
obtained knife edge configuration, sliding to a stop along the pavement of the road on the
truck® left hand side.

So, you should learn aerobatics so that you can total your truck? No! Stay with me.

All of the windows were pushed out of the truck. My black Members Only Jacket, with the
International Aerobatic Club achievement patches for aerobatic contest and the "Snoopy"
ironed on the back, suffered a chewed up sleeve from the opened window on the drivers

side...no blood.

| crawled out of the space that once was the back window and was amazed to find that the
truck did not have one undamaged panel. The other driver did not stop.

Standing by the side of the truck | felt calm as a car stopped and asked, "Where is the
driver?"

"l@n the driver" came my reply as | found a new friend that happened to be a nurse. She
called the police and paramedics and | checked out fine with no bodily damage.

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So, what does this have to do with aerobatics? learning aerobatics will help you increase
your flight proficiency and to remain calm and in control in ANY situation. Being calm and in
control will allow you to continue to fly your airplane. There are some additional preflight
precautions you would want to check before doing aerobatics:

1) Never attempt to do aerobatics unless you are feeling well.
2) Never attempt to do solo aerobatics unless you are qualified by a certified flight instructor.

3) Never do aerobatic maneuvers below 1,500 feet (Outside of controlled airspace. Waivers
are necessary below this altitude with demonstrated competency).

4) Monitor rpm, airspeed, oil pressure, and "G" forces. Never exceed operating limitations for
your aircraft.

5) Always perform clearing turns before each maneuver or sequence.

6) Make sure your aircraft is mechanically and structurally sound and that it is certified for
the maneuvers.

7) Remove all loose equipment from the aircraft including the baggage compartment. (cans
of oil stored in the baggage compartment will rest on the headliner during inverted flight!)

8) Check the seat belts and adjust tightly.

9) Parachutes are required for carrying passengers during aerobatic flight. Wear them during
all aerobatic flight.

10) Cage all gyro instruments, unless they are of the non-tumbling type.

Question: "Why learn aerobatics?"

Answer: "Because it improves proficiency and makes a safer pilot.” Oh, did | mention the
best kept secret is that aerobatics are fun! (And maybe slightly addictive...)
