Phil Lockwood, President of Lockwood 
Aviation came down from Sebring to present a very 
informative seminar on maintaining both 2-cycle and 4-
cycle Rotax aircraft engines.  Most of the information 
pertained to oil, gas and the proper care that you 
should be giving to your engine no matter what brand 
you have.  Thanks to Neil Watson, manager of 
Homestead General, we were able to hold the seminar 
inside one of the large hangers at X51.  With a few 
fans to circulate the air, this proved to be a comfortable 
location for the event.

Most people 
only think about the damage that could happen to their 
aircraft, not the damage that it could do to surrounding 
aircraft.  If your plane damages a small twin or by 
chance a small corporate jet, you could be faced with a 
repair bill in the hundreds of thousands of dollars.  
Insurance companies aren©t likely to give up until they 
recover all of their expenses.  The next time a storm 
approaches ask yourself, can I afford to pay off a 
$200,000.00 or higher repair bill if my aircraft damages 
another or should I take precautions so that couldn©t 
happen.

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Thinking Outside Of The Box  
By Rob Mixon  

 
If Edison and Ford had not thought outside of the box we would still be using candles and driving horse drawn 
buggies.  
"Keep the ball centered!" "Right rudder on takeoff!" "Watch your airspeed!" "Keep the wing tips parallel to the   
horizon in level flight!" And then things get quiet. Why? Because there is nothing more to correct.  
It is well known by professional teachers and counselors that the best way to achieve success in the learning    
process is through positive reinforcement which produces motivation in the student. Most of the time it is the      
disruptive kid in the class room who gets most of the attention. Most of the time parents are enforcing the rules 
and outlining satisfactory behavior to those children in need of it. Most of the time we, as flight instructors, are   
correcting our students faults. Isn©t that the job of teachers, parents, and flight instructors? Sure it is, but let me 
regress to an actual scenario.  
A five year old child was supposed to write his name five times for homework. His mother constantly criticized that 
the lines were not straight, open letters were not open enough, and the letters were below the lines on the paper.  
The five year olds father looked at the same paper and said how great the letters in the child©s name were written. 
The child then began to write, encouraged with his own ability. There you have the key. It is not what others think, 
or say, but the encouragement that the student feels from within.  
That encouragement may be destroyed by the critical evaluation, although well meaning, of others. (By the way, 
the father of the five year old was pleased with his son©s progress and asked his son to write his name five time for 
him. It seems that not only the child©s penmanship was admirable, but the child©s ability to think outside of the box. 
The five year old left the room and came back with his name written five times. He had simply pushed the number 
five and then pushed print on the home photo copy machine!)  
It is well to remember that self worth is based on nothing. It is not based on your job, family, or the car you drive. It 
is a given just because you are alive. Another thing to remember is that there is no such think as perfection only 
excellence. To add to this, failure doesn©t exist when you are trying to master something. It is said the only 
difference between failure and success is when you give up. Thomas Edison, when asked how he could fail at 
inventing the electric light bulb 10,000 times and keep trying said, "I have not failed 10,000 times, but now know 
10,000 ways in which it will not work"...a healthy demonstration of Edison©s self worth. Also a view of his world that 
lacked the word "failure."  
Perhaps instead of "Keep the ball centered" it might be well for us, as flight instructors, to add things like, "Great 
directional control!" Excellent coordination in that turn from Crosswind to Downwind!" "Neat grass tickling landing!"  
Instead of trying to analyze the problem with your students as they over or under flare during landings you might 
want to tap into their fear! That©s right. One student was afraid of spiders and after she had the runway visual 
perspective mastered it was a matter of visualizing spiders all over the airplane when the wheels touched the 
ground! Another student was a Scuba Diver. He was afraid of sharks. It was easy to visualize a runway of white 
teeth as the sharks opened their mouths just before the wheels touched the ground! Another student was an 
international investor. He was not afraid of anything...so he was to visualize a loss of fifty percent on a two million 
dollar investment! His reply after a perfect landing was, "I may not know how to land an airplane, but I sure know 
money!" Another benefits of thinking of spiders, sharks, etc is that the student might stop trying so hard to 
determine where the ground is located during the flare. In conjunction with watching the movement of the runway 
to determine the proper approach this has been extremely successful in teaching perfect landings. Like learning to 
swim the harder the student tries, the more he sinks below the surface of the water...just fly the airplane and give it 
what it needs. What it needs is for the pilot to not be devoured by the shinning big white teeth of man eating 
sharks!  
Go ahead, think outside of the box. Try encouragement for better results, remember failure doesn©t exist, and 
visualize those spiders covering the runway. Oh yes, if you still believe you are indispensable with all of that 
negative feed back for your student, remember that first hour of flight when you trimmed the airplane and showed 
the student how the plane would fly hands off all by itself? It still does!
