It might have characteristics that you aren’t familiar 

with.  If you get a new aircraft that you’ve never flown, get someone who is familiar with that type of aircraft 

to check it out before you fly it.  Then get checked out in that type of aircraft before you fly it.  

 

ANY OTHER REPORTS: A notion was brought up to have a get together after the monthly Fly-out.  This was 

mentioned in a previous email to the LAFA Newsgroup.  It was decided to get together for lunch after the Fly-

out to talk about the event.  This invitation is open to everyone, even if they didn’t take part in the fly-out.

LAFA NEWS 

   Safety Pen,  

     Prop bolts are what you need to hold the propeller on your 

plane but what type? 
     In the old days the props were held on with  bolts with cas-

tle nuts and cotter pins. They still use them today in the older 

planes but use AN bolts. The more modern way is to use either 
AN bolts that screw into the prop flange or AN bolts and nuts (self locking) to at-

tach the prop to the flange. 

     If using an AN bolt that screws in the prop flange, there are special prop bolts 
that have a drilled head so that they can be safety wired to keep them from loosen-

ing. It is very important that these be wired since lock washers should not be used. 

     If you are using bolts and nuts, there are 2 different types of nuts that should be 
used. One type is the Fiber Self locking and the other is Steel Self locking.  

     No matter which type of fastener that you use, the important thing is to torque 

the prop bolts. The prop manufacturer can supply you with the specifications for 
the torque values. This should be checked periodically to make sure that conditions 

have not changed and the torque values are not different. It is also good to periodi-

cally remove the bolts and inspect for corrosion of the bolts or the hub. 
     Wood props are probably the worst in keeping torque or warping. Make sure 

that you store your wood prop in the horizontal position to keep it from warping. 

     There is lots of information on the internet on props and fasteners. Check it out!
